Answers 2: Anglo-Saxon Monarchy and government

Answers 3: The House of Godwin
1. Viking King Cnut

3. King Gruffudd ap Llywelyn of Wales
4. Refusing to punish the people of Dover for an attack on an embassy. He returned with an army in 1051.
5. Promise the throne to Duke William of Normandy, a cousin.
6. Normandy. He may have been sent to tell William about the succession plans, or to rescue 2 hostages (his brother & nephew)

8. Earl Morcar
9. Ignored Edward’s demand to raise an army. He agreed with the rebels, exiled Tostig and married Morcar’s sister.
10. He wanted to be King when Edward died- he needed to unite the kingdom and remove his brother as a rival.

2. He was the leading man in government and claimed Edward had left the kingdom to him on his deathbed

Answers 5: The Battles of Fulford and Stamford Bridge 
1. Harald Hardrada and Tostig Godwinson
2. 10,000 Viking warriors 
3. Morcar, Earl of Northumbria and Edwin, Earl of Mercia 
4. The English were outnumbered 6,000 to 9,000; Hardrada had experienced troops and used clever tactics, the English were unable to retreat because of marshes behind them. 
5. York
6. 5 days
7. 25th September 1066
8. The Vikings left their armour on their ships, they were taken by surprise, they weren’t ready for another battle so soon, they mistakenly believed the English people supported them and hated Harold, and Harold’s men broke the Viking shield wall in battle.
9. Harald Hardrada and Tostig were killed and only 24/200 ships returned to Norway.
10. Duke William of Normandy had invaded on 28th September

Answers 6: The Battle of Hastings
1. 14th October 1066
2. 800 knights, 4-,6000 foot soldiers and archers
3. Housecarls and Fyrd. 6-7,000 men in total

7. He waited for Harold to disband the Fyrd in September, refused to let his troops steal food in Normandy, used flat-bottomed boats to transport war horses for the first time, used a pre-fabricated castle to defend his position in Hastings.
8. He had to disband the south coast fyrd in September after 4 months, he decided to face William immediately after his long march from Stamford Bridge and William’s use of spies meant Harold couldn’t use the element of surprise.

Answers 7: William’s Establishment of Control
1. Edgar Atheling 
2. Captured the treasury at Winchester and destroyed homes and farms.
3. Birkhamstead
4. 25th December 1066
5. Edwin and Morcar kept their earldoms, Stigand and Ealdred kept their archbishoprics, Gospatric bought the Earldom of Northumbria, Edwin’s son could marry William’s daughter.
6. Gave rich gifts to the Pope and Church, used a heavy geld tax to pay his mercenary troops and confiscated Godwin land to reward his followers e.g. his half-brother Odo, William FitzOsbern and Robert of Montgomery
7. Hereford, Shrewsbury and Chester
8. 500
9. Motte and Bailey 
10. Built in strategic locations, used as a military base for troops, used to dominate an area and were a symbol of Norman power.
Answers 8: Saxon Resistance  
1. Earls Edwin and Morcar
2. Loss of land, William broke his promise for Edwin to marry his daughter, resentment of castles, high taxes and bad government by Odo of Bayeux and William FitzOsbern.
3. Edwin and Morcar pardoned but forced to stay at court, Edgar Atheling fled to Scotland 
4. Robert Cumin
5. Edgar Atheling, supported by his brother-in-law King Malcom III of Scotland and King Sweyn of Denmark who sent his brother Asbjorn. 
6. The rebels- the Normans lost over 3000 men
7. He paid them to leave England 
8. Hareward the Wake and King Sweyn of Denmark
9. Guerrilla 
10. Sweyn had returned home, Morcar was captured, Hareward disappeared.  
Answers 9: Harrying of the North & the Legacy of Resistance 
1. In 1070 William burnt homes, and destroyed crops, seeds and livestock (in order to punish the Northern rebels and prevent further rebellion and Danish invasion).
2. 100,000 people died, thousands of refugees fled the area, 60% of Yorkshire classed as wasteland 20 years later
3. William now decided to replace Anglo-Saxon lords rather than work with them and later devoted much time and money to the Church in order to make amends.
4. <50% tenants-in-chief, 25% Church, 20% royal estates, >5% Anglo Saxons.
5. By forfeit, by the creation of new earldoms and by land grab 
6. The king owned all land directly, and he consolidated earldoms by area 
7. Similarity: when a thegn inherited land, they had to pay a tax. Difference: Anglo-Saxons had to pay to ‘redeem’ the land they already owned.
8. Less independent 
9. Coinage and writs with his image and he journeyed around England 
10. He held royal ceremonies 3 times a year in important cities e.g. in York in 1069 and at an Oath swearing ceremony in 1086 in Salisbury.

Answers 10: The Revolt of the Earls 
1. 1075 
2. Ralph de Gael (Earl of East Anglia), Roger de Breteuil (Earl of Hereford) and Waltheof (Earl of Northumbria)
3. Cnut of Denmark, Brittany and France
4. Loss of land, loss of power and privileges, Anglo-Saxon rebelliousness, and William’s absence in Normandy. 
5. Waltheof told Archbishop Lanfranc about the rebellion plans
6. Lanfranc excommunicated Roger
7. Bishop Wulfstan of Worcester and the abbot of Evesham
8. William returned from Normandy and they didn’t want to fight him 
9. Roger was imprisoned for life, Waltheof fled abroad but was tricked into returning and executed in 1076 and Ralph fled to Brittany where he gained support from France to resist William’s attack. 
10. Rebellions before were led by Anglo-Saxons, now they were led by Norman aristocrats 

Answers 11: Feudal System and the Church 
1. To ensure he had troops available, that he didn’t have to pay for 
2. A fief
3. 6,000
4. Pay a ‘relief’ tax for the right to use the land, and swear homage (loyalty) to the King
5. Ploughing, planting, harvesting, providing products like planks, honey or eels. 
6. Bishops were well educated so advised the King and sometimes represented him in negations or as a regent, helped to develop laws, church clerks wrote writs for the King.
7. Lanfranc replaced Stigand in 1070
8. Introduced a clear Church hierarchy, made celibacy compulsory, set up spate Church legal courts, moved Cathedrals to important towns, increased the number of archdeacons, introduced Norman Church rituals and legal systems and revived monasteries in England.
9. They spread the message of God favouring the Normans, secured Church lands against rebellion, extended Norman control into the countryside, the Bishops gave homage to the King and paid revenues to him.
10. 50 years


Answers 12: Norman government 
1. Kept the hides to work out tax, maintained the Witan and used the geld tax, silver pennies and treasury at Winchester
2. Reduced, by making earldoms smaller and more compact
3. Successful: Lanfranc in England and Matilda in Normandy. Unsuccessful: Odo of Bayeux and William FitzOsbern
4. Similarities: collect tax, administer the King’s demesne, administer justice and ensure military obligations. Differences: now only answered to the King, lost control of Church court cases and did not organise knight service. 
5. Kept some of the tax and fines payments, raised high taxes, land grabs
6. Land the King kept for his own use
7. 18%
8. No hunting weapons to be carried in the forest, hunting dogs banned, restrictions on cutting wood, clearing land and constructing buildings
9. August 1086
10. Financial: work out tax due and potential inheritance or forfeit payments (and possibly reverse some tax deals made with tenants-in-chief). Legal: settle disputes over land grabs that Anglo-Saxons raised. Military: could be used to indirectly work out how many knights an area could provide, due to the threat of Viking invasion in 1085.

Answers 13: Norman Culture & Aristocracy 
1. Building churches, cathedrals and castles
2. Winchester Cathedral- longest in Europe. Westminster Great Hall- largest in Europe. White Tower- biggest stone keep in Europe. Canterbury’s priory- largest stained glass windows in Europe.
3. The moral guidelines for knights e.g. showing mercy in victory
4. Perform penance e.g. 1 year’s penance for every man killed in battle, or build/donate to a church
5. French (spoken) and Latin (written) 
6. Half-brother. They had the same mother (Herleva)
7. 1049- Bishop of Bayeux. 1066- Earl of Kent. 1067- Regent
8. 1082 
9. Bad governance as regent and then illegally seizing Church land in Canterbury, or trying to take knights to Rome (knights should only be loyal to the King himself, not their tenants-in-chief)
10. Rebelled against William’s son, William II.



Answers 14: William and his sons
1. He became Duke aged 8 and survived many assassination attempts. He had been at war for a decade so was very experienced. 
2. He was very religious, he apologised for the brutality of his reign on his deathbed, he wanted to be seen as the legitimate King of England and he loved his wife Matilda and had 9 children with her.
3. Robert Curthose
4. Robert knocked William off his horse but allowed his father to get up, telling him to retreat. It was humiliating  for William, but they made up in 1080 and William named Robert as heir for Normandy.
5. 9th September 1087
6. Robert inherited Normandy, William Rufus inherited England 
7. The barons didn’t want to split their loyalty, and the Normans traditionally gave all land to the oldest son.
8. Bishop Odo and his brother Robert of Mortain. They failed!
9. He asked the knights for the money they would usually receive while fighting, and used it to buy the allegiance of the Norman barons.
10. He promised to reduce tax, end the ‘forest’ and reinstate Edward the Confessor’s laws.
